1. All statements or utterances allegedly made by the defendant which pertain to the charges alleged in this case, however recorded or preserved, whether or not signed or acknowledged by the defendant, including oral statements which have not been reduced to writing.

2. All statements of persons known to the People who claim to be witnesses to any transaction or event constituting part of, or which the People contend proves or tends to prove, any element of any crime charged against the defendant in the above entitled action or of persons who have, or claim to have, any information material and relevant to the prosecution of the defense of this case.

3. All oral and written statements and/or admissions allegedly made by the codefendant or accomplice and/or coconspirator whether signed or unsigned, including any tape recordings of such statements.

4. All tape recordings made of statements of conversations of witnesses, including but not limited to, any phone calls to law enforcement, either reporting the commission of crimes or relating information relating to the crimes.

5. All notes and memoranda, handwritten or typed, and all reports made by law enforcement officer or special agent or special investigator of the People, which contains substantive information relevant to any crime charged against the defendant in the above entitled action, whether or not incorporated in any official report.

6. The names and addresses of all persons known to the People who were percipient to the alleged offense(s), whether or not they are to be called by the prosecution to testify at trial, and/or name and the business addresses of all law enforcement offices who are known to be percipient witnesses to the instant case or have relevant information concerning the case.

7. All tape recordings made of any visit of the defendant while in custody on this case or during pendency of this case.

8. All information orally related to law enforcement persons, or related orally to the district attorney and his agents by potential witnesses concerning or relating to, the prosecution of the pending charges.

9. The results of any and all laboratory tests or scientific investigation connected with the above entitled case, together with any and written reports concerning said tests or investigations.

10. Any reports concerning the lifting and preservation of fingerprints from the scene of the alleged crime or any physical evidence, and any reports concerning fingerprint comparison which have been made.  Make available for viewing and copying all photographs made in connection with fingerprinting evidence.

11. Records of any felony convictions of any persons who are called to testify in this action consistent with Penal Code 1054.

12. Name and addresses of all persons arrested or investigated as suspects for any of the offenses charged in the above entitled matter.

13. Records of any arrests or convictions of witnesses for the prosecution for crimes which may indicate moral turpitude and which might be used for impeachment or enhancement or for any other purpose.

14. Make available for inspection any and all photographs and diagrams taken of the scene of the crime and/or of the victims of the crime, or otherwise relating to this case.

15. Make available for inspection photographs, reports or physical evidence that have been exhibited to witnesses for the purpose of establishing the identity of the perpetrator of any crime charges in this case.

16. Make available for inspection physical evidence seized by, or in the possession of law enforcement personnel or the district attorney, relating to the pending charges and provide an opportunity for defense counsel to examine this physical evidence.

17. Notify defense counsel of the existence of any informant used in connection with the investigation or prosecution of the pending matter.

18. Provide all information concerning any form of payment, compensation, or benefit, offered, suggested, promised or supplied to persons with information relevant to the prosecution of the above entitled matter.

19. Provide the fact of any criminal charges pending in Sacramento County against any witness and the fact of any criminal charges which the Bureau of Criminal Identification and Investigation rap sheet indicates are pending in any other county of the State of California against any witness.  (Limited to information within the district attorney’s possession or to which he/she has knowledge.)

20. Notify defense counsel of the fact that a potential witness has been placed under hypnosis to assist witness’ memory or testimony, and provide all reports concerning such hypnosis.

21. If an informant is provided in compliance to number 17, then provide defense counsel with all reports and information concerning confidential and/or anonymous informant’s information supplied to law enforcement which relates to the instant case and/or crimes.  This would include the actual substance of the information received, the time and place of receipt, and the name of the person who received this information.  In the alternative, notify defense counsel should this information be claimed to be privileged.

22. In addition those items specifically listed above provide to the defense all information in whatever form, source, or nature, which tends to exculpate the defendant on any offense alleged against him including information regarding the existence or nonexistence of proof of service of the court orders allegedly violated in this case.
